Orchestra, where he was engaged as Principal Cello. From 2009 to 2021,
he was engaged in the Orchestra of the Serbian National Theater in Novi
Sad, as a tutti Cellist and Lead Cello, as well as in the Vojvodina Symphony Orchestra, were he held the position of Assistant Principal
Cello. He has also continued to collaborate with the Kammerphilharmonie Koln as a Principal, including as a soloist on tours. Since
2016, he has actively participated and performed in collaborations with the students of the Symphony Orchestra of the Academy of
Arts in Novi Sad as Principal Cello and is a permanent member of the Camerata Novi Sad Orchestra. Since 2020, he has held the
position of Principal Cello of the Belgrade Philharmonic.
